Once located, check the expiration date. Your passport
should have an expiration date of September 9, 2025,
OR LATER (6 months AFTER the cruise sails). We highly
recommend that all guests travel with a passport, but if
you are a US Citizen and do not possess a passport,
you may fravel with an original birth certificate and
valid state ID.

IMPORTANT! The original birth certificate must include a raised seal and the name on
the state ID must match the birth certificate. Non-US Citizens should verify the required
documentation by visiting the Booked Guests Portal on The80sCruise.com.

PURCHASE TRAVEL INSURANCE

CETTING TO MIAML. F1ORIDA

Unless you reside near Miami, Florida, we recommend guests arrive in the area af least one
day prior to embarkation day.

Once you arrive in Miami, Florida, you will be responsible for arranging
fransportation to the Port of Miami. Uber, Lyft, and taxi services are readily
available and offer affordable transportation from nearby airports and,/or hotels.

Boarding on March 2, 2025, typically begins around 11:00 AM ET, and all guests
“must be onboard no later than 3:00 PM ET.

45 Days prior to the cruise (January 16, 2025), you will receive email instructions
on how to complete the required Online Check-In. At that time, you will select a

CETTING HOME

Once the ship arrives back to Miami on March @, 2025,
Customs and Border Patrol will perform an inspection. After
the ship has been cleared, you will be allowed to disembark.

Due fo the time it takes to clear the ship, we
recommend booking return flights after 12:00 PM on
disembarkation day.

Uber, Lyft, and taxi services are readily available
and offer affordable transportation to nearby airports.

Royal Caribbean’s SeaPass Card is a multifunctional card that serves many purposes
including your cabin key, charge card for onboard purchases, entry into each night's Show in
the Main Theater, and boarding pass for identification checking in and out of port.

Guests are required to adhere to their Main Show Time and will NOT be
allowed into other shows. SeaPass Cards will be checked prior to entering the Main Theater.
All other shows and venues are first come, first served unless indicated.
